Lesson Overview
Lesson 1:  The Gift of Hope
Our need for a Savior began all the way back in Genesis when sin entered the world.  In this lesson children will read God's promises in Genesis 3:14-15 and Isaiah 9:6-7.  They will learn how God had a rescue plan in place from the very beginning and why our hope should be in Christ alone!

Lesson 2:  The Gift of Wisdom
Is just knowing about Jesus enough?  The religious leaders knew the details of Jesus' birth, yet they did not go to worship Him.  In this lesson children will read the story of the Magi in Matthew 2:1-12. When God sent His Son to die on the cross, it was the ultimate example of love.  Children will read from Ephesians 5 and discuss how we are to be imitators of God by walking in love as we follow His great example.

Like the angels proclaimed in Luke 2, Jesus' arrival is good news and should bring about great joy! Children will learn that the true meaning of Christmas is not something we should keep to ourselves. A Savior has been born!  He is Christ the Lord!
